For variations of the Latin and Cyrillic alphabets I attempt to show the
whole alphabet, followed by Article 1 of the UDHR (it is traditional!).
For other scripts and languages I merely display the digits (if not com-
mon 0..9) and Article 1.

Depending
on the font, missing glyphs will be replaced either by nothing at all
(occasional fonts do that), a blank space, an empty box, or some other
symbol indicating a missing glyph.

This font is available in many forms, either language-specific (SC) or
all-CJK languages, in TTCs or individual files. The available weights
cover from thin to black (not semi-bold nor extra-bold) and there are
variable-weight versions. For this listing I am using the static files for
Medium and Bold weights.

For the Latin and Cyrillic alphabets it uses normal-width characters,
but the Latin alphabet only properly covers the Latin-1 languages and
Vietnamese and the Cyrillic alphabet only covers Russian. The Greek
alphabet does not include any letters with dialytika, and has badly-
offset tonos.

This font mostly supports Korean Hanja which can still be used in per-
sonal names and in signs for place names, but some of the glyph shapes
will look wrong to a Korean.
