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This Song font (Chinese Serif) supports English, and Simplified Chinese.
The Cyrillic glyphs are too widely—spaced and the Greek glyphs are sim—
ilarly spaced, oblique, and omit iota with diaeresis.

The TTC should not be installed at the same time as the old fireflysung
because the names known to fontconfig for fireflysung and the non—
monospace font are identical.

For languages not using the Latin, Cyrillic, or monotonic Greek alpha-
bets I merely display the digits if not common 0..9, and Article 1 of
the UDHR (that is traditional!).
