• Latvian: g,k,l,n with cedilla ģ,ķ,ļ,ņ

• Lithuanian: e with dot above, i and u with ogonek ė,į,ų

• Maltese: c and g with dot above, h with stroke ċ,ġ,ħ

• Ewe: f with hook ƒ

• Pan-Nigerian: b,d,k with hook, reversed e, e,i,o,u with dot below, n
with dot above ɓ,ɗ,ƙ,ǝ,ẹ,ị,ọ,ụ,ṅ

In addition, the combining diacritical accents on uppercase Epsilon and Open O for the
Dinka and Lingala languages are very poorly placed.

The letter forms used in lowercase italic fonts do not always match those used
in the regular font, but in SmallCaps they ought to. Here is some English text
to cover all letters and show that small italics are present: a quick brown fox
jumped over the lazy dogs A QUICK BROWN FOX JUMPED OVER THE LAZY DOGS.

2 Quotation-marks, etc.

In real-world usage, particularly when looking at news sites, the presence or absence of
the correct quote characters will make a difference. As a coder, I use ’...’ or ”...” but in good
text there are variations and this font supports:

left and right single quotes ‘...’
left and right double quotes “...”
 single turned comma,
right single quote ‘...’

 double low 9,
and left double quotes „...“
guillemets «...»
angle quotes <...>

The following overflows the margin if I do not force a new line.

In Spanish languages, the inverted exclamation-mark ¡ and the inverted
question-mark ¿ are necessary.

In Irish, in real life the word ‘agus’ (and) is often shortened to ‘⁊’ which is
a symbol for the Latin ‘et’ and it may very occasionally be seen on the web.
