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This korean font covers English, Dutch (including the ij glyphs) and Spanish,
and it has some accented letters for other European latin languages - but
not complete coverage for any of them. In the cyrillic alphabet it only covers
Russian. It also covers korean (of course) and Traditional Chinese. For vari-
ations of the latin, cyrillic, and greek alphabets | attempt to show the whole
alphabet, followed by Article 1 of the UDHR (it is traditional!). For the other
scripts and languages | merely display the digits (if not common 0..9) and
Article 1.
